The street 
level was always retail.  This was the heart of town during the Kirk

Donna Cowan Kaylor’s family moved to 
Rose Hill in 1921.  Her mother, May Knight, 
was the only child of Hettie and Fred Knight.  
Mr. Knight died in 1928 but Mrs. Knight 
lived until 1978 and is remembered by many.

Journal in 1967.  At the age of 72, she was 
still chopping her own wood for heat and had 
just gotten her first electric range.  She had to 
learn to cook all over again.  Donna loaned 
her treasured photo album to KHS and it has 
been scanned with copies made.  May Knight 
went to Rose Hill Grade School so we now 
have more class photos.  We will be needing 
help identifying the students.  Hopefully 
more Rose Hill families will have the class 
photos with the names on the back.  Thank 
you Donna for sharing your photos.

Retired photographer, Trevor Kyle, has 
been going through his life’s work and 
finding homes for the slides he still has in 
his possession.  He mailed slides to KHS 
that were taken inside the Kirkland Custom 
Cannery in 1979.  Thad Pound, owner, had 
hired Mr. Kyle to take the photos.  A few of 
them are familiar because they were used in 
some of the Cannery’s catalogs.  Mr. Kyle 
has released his copyright to these images to 
KHS and they will be wonderful should the 
Cannery ever be a museum. 

Over a year ago, Tom Hanson of Seattle 
donated 19 originals slides to KHS.  These 
slides were taken in 1968 when he was 
taking art classes in Kirkland.
